The Township of Tiny would like to remind the community that fireworks By-law 21-102
prohibits the display of or setting off of fireworks outside of Victoria Day, Canada Day,
News Year’s Eve, and New Year’s Day. The discharge of fireworks is strictly prohibited
within the municipality outside of these four days. Concerns regarding non-compliance
can be reported to the Municipal Law Enforcement Department at 705-526-4136. Non-
compliance may result in the issuance of a warning, a charge with fines ranging from
$365.00 to $100,000.00, or a Summons to appear in court.
